CHECK-IN for general visitors to the island 6.30am - 4.00pm - The Fraser Island Barges Ticket Office 

is adjacent to the barge ramp at the end of River Heads Road. All vehicles must check in before 

boarding the barge. Once you have your ticket, please move your vehicle to the marked area and be 

ready to board at least 20 minutes prior to your allocated departure time.  

  

CHECK-IN for guests of Kingfisher Bay Resort - The ticket collection for your vehicle is from 8.30 am 

at the Kingfisher Bay Resort Mainland Reception, River Heads Shopping Village (54 Ariadne Street). 

Once you obtained your ticket, please make your way down to the barge ramp, move your vehicle 

into the marked area and be ready to board at least 20 minutes prior to the ferry departure time.
